Mt. Prince called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance. Ile opened the
meeting with a discussion on the Mayor’s Housing Plan and commented that it will have a long
lasting effect on Board, and the City on a whole. Citing several new multiple unit dwellings
being built on the sites of former 1- 3 family homes in the Pelham Bay area, he urged those who
are Chairs of Commitiees to have their members and the membership on a whole, examine the
provisions of the plan and to render an informed vote on the subject. Mr. Prince stated that the
Board would reach out to the full membership with a letter and supporting materials about the
program. A question was raised with respect to obtaining a map of the locations of the Board
area, where this new housing may be built.

The discussion shifted to the possible creation of a Veterans Affairs Committee. Mr. Salimbene
expressed the thought that it should be a Sub-Committee of the Health and Human Services
Committee, and indicated that he had entered into discussions with Dr. ). Hunt, the Chair, on
this matter and that they were both amenable.

There were several questions concerning the number of veterans returning, what type of services
they will need and how will those services be rendered. Several members stated that all of the
veterans’ services questions were usually referred to Pat Devine. For his part, Mr. Salimbene felt
content with the concept of creating a sub-committee with the Health and Human Services that
would pay attention to services for veterans. The concept of creating a sub-committee was
approved by the other members.

Dr. Ponder discussed the upcoming work of the By-Laws Committee (a non-permanent)
committee that he agreed to Chair and whose members will consist of B. Pitt; C. Papastefanou;
M. Davila; N. Semaj; J. Provetto, Jr.; P. Sullivan. Every board member will have input in
reviewing any changes contemplated by the Committee. It is expected that the full Board will
participate in the review. There was some discussion concerning the set of By-Laws and it was
confirmed that it would be the set of 2015,

Dr. Ponder thanked the Executive Board for the opportunity to work on the By-Law
amendments. The Committee will set about the task of arranging a schedule of meetings and
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apprising the full Board. It was announced that a complete set of Board member contacts was
sent to every Board member, so as to facilitate communication among members.

Mr. McQuade commented on the practices of the Economic Development Commitiee stating that
the Committee, in reviewing liquor licenses, contacts the Police and has each establishment
owner visit with the Board to discuss issues surrounding the operations of their business. The
Committee further suggests that the bar owners take TIPS training. There was a short
conversation on reviewing the stipulations that the Board make each owner/operator sign. Mr.
McQuade also alluded to the phenomena of “zombie houses”. These are homes that are owned
but unoccupied and fall prey to squatters or simply deteriorate. He would like the Committee to
become involved in efforts to have these properties properly maintained or sealed.

The topic shifted to the District Service Cabinet meetings and how the Chairs should be aware of
the issues that are discussed. It was further noted that the District Manager in his repott, discuss
these proceedings of these meetings.

Additionally, a decision was made that the Board was going to shift its emphasis away from
hiring a college student to work in the office, because the criteria was for employing a college
student was too stringent and did not allow for flexibility. Instead, the Board will concentrate on
hiring a person to fill one of the City’s clerical titles. Among this person’s duties will be to take
notes at Committee meetings.

There was a Resolution discussed at the September 2, 2015 Economic Development Committee
that opposed the expansion of the number of street vendors. The City Council is exploring the
concept of expanding the number of such of vendors to over 20,000. However, this is a concept
that that is being explored. No legistation has been drafted, there has been no committee
assignment and there is no City Council Intro #. Without legislation, some on the Committee felt
that it was premature to adopt a Resolution. Nevertheless, a Resolution was adopted and will be
presented to the full Board. At that point in time a motion will be offered to table said
resolution. There was considerable debate of procedural methods, with many arguments pro and
con discussed. In the final analysis, the Resolution will be offered, but a motion will be made to
amend that resolution with a letter to the Speaker of the City Council proposing a method of
operation to govern the carts.

Dr. Ponder spoke about the Resolution that mirrors Governor Cuomo’s efforts to end AIDS. He
would like our Board’s Health and Human Services Committee to support a resolution.

Messts. Sementilli and Rocco visited the Executive Board meeting to lodge a complaint about
the District Manager attending a bar-b-que at the ASC/NYC facility at 1870 Peltham Parkway on
September 4™ The Chairman of the Board responded by stating that he had sent the District
Manager to the event.

The meeting concluded at 9:30 PM.

At the next meeting, the Committee wants to see the Stipulations that are used in Manhattan
Community Board #3, in an effort to make CB #10’s Stipulations stricter.

Michelle Dolgow, Executive Director of the Bronx Chamber of Commerce, spoke about the
Chamber’s Bronx H.I.R.E. initiative with Senator Klein regarding an upcoming Workforce
Development Workshop and an Interview Fair.

Lisa Sorin, Executive Director of the Westchester Square BID, spoke about a tentative bill being
discussed, that would eliminate the cap on vendor permits. Currently, 2,800 vendor permits are
issued, which could potentially increase to about 25,000 if the cap is removed. An organization
called the Street Vendor Project, which is an off-shoot of the Urban Justice Center, is behind the
effort to get the cap lifted. The estimated date for the bill to come before the City Council was
the end of September/early October 2015.

The NYC BID Association, which is comprised of 72 BIDs, feels that lifting the cap could
possibly make the regulations less restrictive for the street vendors, and that any changes be
carefully evaluated before they are made. Brick and mortar businesses pay rent, taxes,
insurance, assessments (if a BID), and are inspected regularly by multiple City Agencies. There
are more regulations and higher licensing costs for these businesses than for food cart/truck
vendors. BIDs are not discouraging small businesses, but that everyone should be on equal
terms, and rules and regulations should apply to large & small business alike. The BIDs feel that
as they are part of the City make-up, they should have a say regarding the vendor regulations,
They don’t want to hurt Veterans or free enterprise, but want parity of treatment for all.

41 Councilmembers polled by the Street Vendor Project were in favor of the elimination of the
cap on vendor permits, which seems to make a good case for their cause. It is also feared that
there is a “black market” under-tone in the vendor permit process, where permits are obtained for
about $200, then sub-contracted to a 3™ party for thousands of dollars. The Street Vendor
Project feels that by lifting the cap, it would eliminate the sub-contracting, and small businesses
would not have to pay exorbitant fees for permits.

The Committee felt that they should take a stand in support of keeping the cap on the street
vendor permits, even though there was no wording/hard copy of the proposed bill. This
sentiment was echoed by the representatives of the Throggs Neck Merchants Associations Board
of Directors. Steve Kaufman, President of the TNMA, formulated the points that he felt should
be included in the Resolution:

“Resolved... at the recommendation of the Economic Development Committee, the
Committee:

*  Opposes the elimination of the cap on vendor permits which would markedly increase the
street vendors;

*  Advocates that the enforcement of all laws, regulations, violations and penalties
associated with street vendors, and the usage of said permits, be centralized in one NYC
Agency;
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*  Supports stricter laws/rules/regulations concerning the usage of the vendor permit and the
appropriate behavior and conduct of vendors in regards to health, sanitary and economic
conditions.

*  Requests that all new rules and regulations pertaining to street vendors, that may be acted
upon by the City Council, shall be sent to all NYC Planning Boards for comment before
passage;

*  Advises that any new laws/rules/regulations, together with existing
laws/rules/regulations, relating to street vendors and the issuance of street vendor
permits, be published on the internet and website of the appropriate NYC Agency, in
language that can be understood by the general population.

The Re_sol_uﬁon was approved unanimously.

The Committee also suggested writing letters supporting keeping the cap on vendor permiis to:
the City Council’s Committee on Small Businesses, Councilmembers James Vacca, Andy King,
Annabelle Palmer, Council Speaker Melissa Mark-Viverito, and Mayor Bill DeBlasio, and to
include information on the street vendor controversy and the Board supporting the cap, in the
Board’s Bronx Times Reporter column.

It was also discussed if the support to keep the cap on vendor permits, can be a Borough-wide or
even City-wide cooperative effort among all the Community Boards. Martin Prince, the Chair,
impressed upon the group that it was a very difficult to do a combined initiative, as past
experience has shown. It was suggested that Lisa could request to speak at an upcoming
Borough Board meeting, which is attended by the District Manages of all 12 Bronx Community
Boards, which she agreed to do.

Under New Business, Bob Bieder announced that bars/restaurants should attend the 45"
Precinct Council’s meeting the next evening, to get information on “paid detail”-where
uniformed, off-duty police officers, work in said establishments for private pay.

Also, Bob spoke about Councilmember Annabelle Palmer’s re-introduction of the Small
Business Survival Act as the Small Business Jobs Survival Act, which would give Small
Businesses the right of arbitration in the lease renewal process. The previous version of the bill
garnered support of many business/ non-business organizations, but was not able to become law.
This bill would help prevent landlords from indiscriminately evicting their business tenants when
a lease expired and help to prevent any under-the table money from passing hands in order to
secure a lease.

Take Back NYC is sponsoring an information forum at the Greek Orthodox Church on
September 30, at 7:30 PM, for both business and community groups, as keeping a business

viable in an area benefits both.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:10 PM.

Re: Pending Vendor Legislation
Dear Madame Speaker:

My name is Martin Prince and I am the Chairman of Bronx Community Boatd #10, which
represents the northeast Bronx neighborhoods of Pelham Bay, Throggs Neck, Country Club, City
Island, Co-op City, Zerega and Westchester Square.

It is our understanding that the City Council will be considering legislation that will increase the
number of vending permits. We at Community Board #10 wanted to share our Board’s opinion
and concerns with your office, regarding this proposed legislation. Our Board has five principal
shopping areas located within it, Westchester Square, which is served by the Westchester Square
Business Improvement District, Pelham Bay along Westchester Avenue and Crosby Avenues,
Throggs Neck, along E. Tremont Avenue, the Dreiser Loop, Einstein Loop and Bartow Avenue
shopping centers in Co-op City and City Island Avenue. These are older pedestrian centric
shopping districts that arec home to traditional mom and pop type stores, local banks, medical
providers and restaurants. These businesses struggle daily to compete with the mega malls
located at Bay Plaza and the Throggs Neck Shopping Centers. These businesses have fixed costs
associated with buildings, utilities, taxes, permitting fees and personnel. The introduction of
vendors into these areas will only serve to erode the already limited revenue base in the
community. Some of these businesses will be forced to close and their services will be lost to
the community forever, because they will be replaced by chain store, corporate operations that
seldom, if ever, have any binding ties to the neighborhoods that they serve. (NOT REVELANT
TO THE ISSUE)

Having stated this, our Board is sensitive to the needs of individuals who want to exercise an
entrepreneurial spirit and wish to open a stand and vend items. However, this concern is
tempered by the greater obligation to our longstanding merchants, who have contributed



immeasurably to the stability of our communities. We must be sensitive to their rieeds as well,
and craft legistation that will protect the existing brick and mortar businesses from a vending
industry, which enjoys operations that are virtually free from regulation and {ixed economic
costs. (NOT TRUE see attached) ' '

We propose the following:

1.

That the Department of Small Business Services be designated as the lead agency, with
respect to issuance of permits, the inspection of complaints and that any complaint must
be referred to OATH for adjudication (SBS has no enforcement capability).

That the Department of Small Business Services be responsible for the collection of the
fees for the permits and maintain records concerning those fees and ensuring that they are
deposited in the City’s general fund. That this same agency disseminate information
concerning the collection of appropriate taxes, and that it share its records with the
appropriate municipal and state tax agencies (the agencies already do this)

That the Department of Small Business Services be funded, to create a robust inspection
force linked to 311, to investigate complaints (DOH should be funded to hire more
inspectors, however, this is an issue for the budget consultations)

That the Department of Small Business Services establish a vendor services unit, to act as
a clearing house for the education of vendors on Best Management Practices for their
carts. That this unit also be charged with providing an educational component for the
vending community on New York City laws and custom (SBS kas a food handling
program and food carts should if not already be added to this program)

That the vendor services unit act as a one stop permit center for the vendors (SBS does
not issue permits)

That the Department of Small Business Services work with the BIDS, merchant
associations, Community Boards and elected officials across the City, to select
appropriate community sites, where the vendors will be placed, and that a mechanism be
developed that will allow for the above entities to render an advisory opinion on the
vendor sites (permits do not restrict vendors to specific locations)

That the establishment of “no vendor zones” be considered

That new regulations governing the cleanliness of food carts and operating procedures for
staff be put in place that mirror those that exist for restauranis, including a letter grading
System

That the development of any new law or regulation governing vendors should be printed
in plain language that is easy for anyone to understand and that said development of any
new law or regulation be subject to a public hearing process. That all of the existing and
any new regulations established governing the vendor community be published on the
agency website



10. That the Department of Small Business Services maintain a dedicated staff of
professionals to act as the liaison to community Boards, elected officials and the general

public to answer questions about vendors and their operations (this already exists at
SBS, DOH, and DCA)

11. That the Department of Small Business Services develop an advisory body of vendor
representatives, traditional business representatives, Community Boards and elected
officials to develop policy initiatives with respect to the vending community.

12. That the participation of a “broker” who buys permits and subsequently sells them to
vendors, who later job out work to others, on the carts be prohibited. That regulations be
developed that require any holder of the permit to be actual vender and that anyone
he/she employs be subject to all of the worker protection, salary and benefit laws
governing all employees (I believe that this is the current law, not 100% sure)

In closing, our Board feels that the City has a difficult time regulating the existing number of
vendors and that any plan to increase their numbers, without a comprehensive plan, similar to
the one laid out above, will prove to be problematic.
