INSTRUCTIONS FOR HILLSIDES AMENDED AND RESTATED NOTICE OF RESTRICTIONS
An applicant requesting a Hillsides authorization must submit a draft First Amended and Restated Notice of Restrictions (NOR) in accordance with the Model Form (attached) to the Office of the Counsel, Department of City Planning (DCP), Room 2N, 22 Reade Street, New York, New York 10007-1216, with the following attachments:




1. Exhibit A: the metes and bounds description of the zoning lot (the “Subject Property”);
2. If there are multiple owners on the zoning lot, please provide an Exhibit A-1: the metes and bounds description of the Applicant’s Property within the zoning lot; and

3. Exhibit B: the original Notice of Restrictions, including exhibits thereto;
4. Exhibit C: the Site Plan submitted for the approval of the City Planning Commission, reduced to 8.5”x11” or 8.5”x14”.  If multiple drawings comprise the Site Plan, please identify each drawing individually, by title and drawing number, including the original and last revised dates.
DCP Counsel will advise the applicant’s representative as to when the NOR is final and ready to be executed.  The applicant will then submit two executed originals of the NOR, including all exhibits as previously approved by DCP Counsel, to DCP Counsel’s attention at the address stated in the first paragraph of  these instructions.  After the City Planning Commission has granted the Hillsides authorization, the applicant must record one original of the NOR, as approved by DCP Counsel, in the land records of the appropriate borough and must submit satisfactory evidence of recording for approval by DCP Counsel. Until receipt of such evidence of recording, DCP shall withhold transmission of authorization to the Department of Buildings, which will consequently withhold permits and certificates of occupancy.

2) The hillside, vegetation and trees shown on the Site Plan shall be protected by appropriate means to insure their preservation.

3) If any tree shown on the Site Plan is damaged or destroyed by natural causes, Owner(s) shall verify its condition by a certified arborist’s inspection report or a New York City Department of Buildings (“DOB”) inspection report prior to removal, and shall replace it with another tree of no less than four (4) inch caliper from the list of approved species contained in the Zoning Resolution, Article XI, Chapter 9, Appendices A and B. 4) Except as may be authorized with the prior written permission of the Chairperson of the Commission, trees replaced pursuant to paragraph 3 shall be planted at the locations shown on the Site Plan.

5) If the Owner(s) or any successor or assignee desires/desire to remove any of the vegetation or trees, except as pursuant to paragraph 3, or to further alter the finished grades shown on the Site Plan shall apply to the Commission for authorization in accordance with Article XI, Chapter 9 of the Zoning Resolution.
6) In the event that the Authorization lapses pursuant to Section 11-42 of the Zoning Resolution, this First Amended and Restated Notice of Restrictions, as well as the Original Notice, shall automatically become null and void and of no further force or effect.

A duly recorded copy of this FIRST AMENDED AND RESTATED NOTICE OF RESTRICTIONS must be attached to and submitted with any application relating to the property filed with DOB or the New York City Department of Transportation.  These agencies and any other agencies of the City of New York may enforce the restrictions contained herein by any method authorized by law or in equity.
