**Cornerstone Initiative RFP is Released

On August 18, DYCD released the $10.41 million Cornerstone Initiative RFP. Through this initiative, DYCD is
seeking qualified not-for-profit organizations to operate programs for youth and adults at 25 New York City Housing
Authority (NYCHA) Community Centers across New York City. These sites were selected by DYCD and NYCHA
based on indicators of need, an assessment of existing services, and the suitability of the physical facilities. The
overall aim of the initiative is to strategically invest public funds in ways that foster the healthy development of
NYCHA youth, provide engaging and relevant programs for adults, promote intergenerational activities, and
support vibrant community centers that offer benefits to residents of all ages. The RFP reflects findings from
extensive market research and community engagement, made possible with support from The Wallace Foundation.
The deadline to submit proposals is October 1. The term of the contracts will be from January 1, 2010 to June 30,
2012, with an option for DYCD to renew for up to three additional years.

Chris Duhon of the New York Knicks also spoke at the
event. The Madison Square Boys and Girls Club operates 11 OST programs.

Commissioner Mullgrav also presented a Mayoral Proclamation to recognize the tenth annual International Youth
Day launched by the United Nations and organized by a DYCD provider, Directions for Our Youth at Robert Moses
State Park. Community-based organizations representing DYCD programs: SYEP, Beacon, Teen ACTION, and the
OST initiative, were in attendance.

*NYC Youth Funders Network Visit Betances Community Center

On August 13, DYCD hosted a visit by the NYC Youth Funders Network (NYCYFN) to the Betances Community
Center at Betances Houses in the Bronx, which currently hosts a Beacon Satellite program operated by Aspira of
New York. Founded in 1992, NYCYFN is comprised of local grantmakers working to improve the quality of life for
young people in New York City. NYCYFN is governed by a steering committee composed of leaders in the
philanthropic sector. Commissioner Mullgrav was joined on the visit by the following NYCYFN members: Janet
Kelly, NYCYFN; Megan Sheekey and Jenny Sharfstein, Mayor’'s Fund to Advance New York City; Lena Townsend,
Bowne Foundation; Roderick Jenkins, New York Community Trust; Dara Rose, Wallace Foundation; Toya Williford,
Independence Community Foundation; and Connie Brandeis, JP Morgan Chase. The visitors spoke with parents,
young people, and community stakeholders.

**Commissioner Mullgrav and Congressman Edolphus Towns Visit the Farragut Community Center

On August 17, Commissioner Mullgrav and Congressman Edolphus Towns visited the Farragut Community Center
in the Farragut Houses in Brooklyn. Currently, Goodwill Industries of New York operates a Beacon satellite
program at the site. Commissioner Mullgrav provided the Congressman with an overview of other DYCD-funded
programs that are serving residents in that neighborhood.

**New OST and Family Literacy Contracts to Begin
September 1, 2009 - New OST contracts begin:
¢ Transition to High School Program: Thirty-four programs will provide intensive interventions to students
who are entering o grade in September, with a goal to help achieve on-time promotion to 10" grade.
e Transition to Adulthood Program: Twenty-nine programs will help 11" and 12" grade students prepare for
college and/or entry into the workforce.

September 1, 2009 - New Family Literacy programs to address the educational and individual needs of parents and
children between the ages of 4 and 10 through a coordinated set of four components: adult literacy, children’s
education, parent and child together (PACT) time (parent/child interactions centered on literacy), and parent
resource time (parent knowledge of child development and parenting strategies).

**NYC Ladders for Leaders Graduation Held at Gracie Mansion

On August 11, Mayor Bloomberg was joined by Anne Sutherland Fuchs, Chair of the Commission on Women's
Issues and Jeanne B. Mullgrav, DYCD Commissioner, at the NYC Ladders for Leaders graduation at Gracie
Mansion. An initiative of DYCD and CWI, Ladders for Leaders was launched by the Mayor in 2005 to introduce
New York City students to career path options and encourage them to attend college. This summer, 174 graduates
interned at 60 worksites. The Mayor announced the four winners of the American Airlines College Tour
Competition, which provides select Ladders for Leaders participants with round-trip airfare for college visits beyond
New York City. Four winners each received two round-trip tickets.
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**2009 Summer Youth Employment Program (SYEP) Wraps Up
August 15 brought the 2009 Summer Youth Employment Program to a close. The program enrolled 52,255
participants ages 14-24 at 8,688 worksites throughout New York City.

The SYEP volunteers, participating in the Summer of Service activities, enjoyed post-project celebrations. NYCHA
developments and Parks locations were the sites for the featured sustainability activities - building planter boxes,
planting flowers and vegetables, and painting. A total of 1,385 young people volunteered over both days. Twenty-
six planter boxes were constructed and planted and fifty-five gallons of paint were used in the various painting
projects.

**In-School Youth Updates

On August 13, six ISY summer interns at Columbia University’s Center for Technology, Innovation, and Community
Engagement (CTICE) presented their final projects to Jack McGourty, Columbia’s Associate Dean of Engineering;
Alex Yepes, CTICE’s Managing Director of the Columbia-Harlem Small Business Development Center; and DYCD
staff. The interns conducted Green Audits of various Community Centers operated by the Department of Parks
and Recreation. The Green Audits included researching solutions for saving energy and other resources and
creating 3-D models of possible solutions at specific Parks locations.

On August 12, eight DYCD In-School Youth (ISY) participants graduated from their 7-week internship with the Drug
Enforcement Administration (DEA). To obtain their jobs, the interns were required to successfully complete a
competitive application and interview process. The interns worked one-on-one with DEA staff in the following units:
Base Operations, Technical Equipment Inventories/Issuance, Subpoena Compliance, Accountable Property
Inventories, Vehicle File Audits, and Public Relations.

On August 14, 44 DYCD In-School Youth (ISY) participants completed their summer internship at the American
Museum of Natural History (AMNH). As a token of their appreciation, ISY interns enjoyed a luncheon hosted by
AMNH, followed by the presentation of certificates of achievement. During the seven-week internship, ISY interns
worked as camp group leaders, guiding campers on educational tours through the exhibition halls. Interns also
staffed object carts and educated museum visitors on artifacts. The pilot collaboration between DYCD and AMNH
proved to be a great success.

On August 24, DYCD hosted a meeting for In-School Youth (ISY) providers who are slated to receive American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Workforce Investment Act (WIA) funds to provide internships for ISY
participants. The initiative, “Go To School, Get A Job”, commits $5.5 million to fund paid internships for 2,800
youth on the condition that they remain in or return to high school and meet academic and job performance
standards.

**Beacon Highlights

On August 17, twelve year-old children's rights activist and UNICEF Ambassador Bilaal Rajan addressed more
than 170 participants from DYCD’s Beacon Summer Camp programs. The presentation was hosted by the
Chinatown YMCA. The inspirational Mr. Rajan encouraged Beacon participants to play an active role in helping
those in need and cleaning up the environment, based on his own experience founding an organization that has
helped raise millions of dollars for children in need all over the world.

On September 4, DYCD and the National Urban League (NUL) co-hosted a Life, Inc. financial literacy workshop to
introduce Beacon Community Center Directors to their curriculum. It is intended to help young people develop the
fiscal skills needed to manage saving and investing. The NUL partnered with the Deloitte Foundation to support the
Beacon model.

**|CC Court-Involved Youth Sub-Committee Concludes Focus Groups

The Interagency Coordinating Council on Youth (ICC) Court-Involved Youth Workgroup/Parents Assistance Sub-
workgroup recently completed a series of focus groups with parents and youth who have been involved in the
juvenile justice system. The purpose of the focus groups was to solicit feedback on an informational pamphlet the
workgroup is creating for parents of court-involved youth. Members partnered with the following organizations to
coordinate the focus groups: Vera Institute of Justice; Garden of Hope Foundation; the New York City Department
of Corrections; the Juvenile Crimes Unit of the Brooklyn Office of the District Attorney; and Children's Arts and
Science Workshop.

Grant recipients will receive up to $1,000 each in support of service-learning projects that focus on childhood
obesity, engage youth between the ages of 5 and 25 in the planning and implementation process, and take place
during Semester of Service 2010 (MLK Day, January 18, to Global Youth Service Day, April 23-25).Educators,
service-learning coordinators, and students in the health professions are eligible to apply. New York is eligible for
this year's program.

The State Farm Youth Advisory Board is a group of thirty diverse youth that helps create and oversee a State
Farm-funded grant-making initiative for student-led service learning projects in the United States as well as Alberta,
New Brunswick, and Ontario, Canada. Grants are available for projects that address the issues of environmental
responsibility, natural and societal disaster preparedness, driver safety, financial education, and accessing higher
education/closing the achievement gap. All non-profit 501(c)(3) tax-exempt organizations as well as Canadian
charitable organizations, educational institutions, and governmental entities are eligible to receive grant funding.
The primary applicant should be either an educator who currently teaches in a public K-12, public charter, or higher
education institution; or a school-based service-learning coordinator whose primary role is to coordinate service-
learning projects in a public, charter, or higher education institution. Non-profit organizations are eligible if they are
able to demonstrate how they plan to actively interact with students in public K-12 schools. Grants will range from
$25,000 to $100,000 each. The number of grants to be awarded will depend on the number and quality of requests
received. However, at least one service-learning project will be funded in each of the thirteen State Farm zones,
which include the three provinces in Canada.

The Mary Byron Project, a national organization working to address the root causes of domestic violence and
help build safer, healthier communities, created the Celebrating Solutions Awards to honor local innovations that
demonstrate promise in breaking the cycle of violence. The awards program seeks to showcase programs that can
serve as models for the nation. To be eligible for an award, a program must address the issue of domestic violence
and must be part of a U.S. non-profit 501(c)(3) or government agency. Both the nominated program and the
institution must have been operating for a minimum of three years. The program should be replicable or, if it is
national in scope, have applications for individual communities, regardless of their size or ethnic population.
Organizations operating outside the United States or a U.S. territory are not eligible to apply. The program provides
cash awards of $10,000 each in recognition of existing programs and/or innovations. The nomination deadline is
November 17, 2009.

AAUW (formerly known as the American Association of University Women), a leader in advancing education for
women, annually offers fellowship and grant programs designed to help women gain greater access to educational
and economic opportunities.

The Paul & Daisy Soros Fellowships for New Americans provides opportunities for continuing generations of able
and accomplished New Americans to achieve leadership in their chosen fields. The fellowships provide grants for
up to two years of graduate study in the United States. A "New American" is an individual who is a resident alien
(i.e., holds a green card); has been naturalized as a U.S. citizen; or is the child of two parents who are both
naturalized citizens. To be eligible for the program, the applicant must either have a bachelor's degree or be in
her/his final year of undergraduate study. Those who have a bachelor's degree may already be pursuing graduate
study and may receive fellowship support to continue that study. Individuals who are in the third, or subsequent,
year of study in the same graduate program are not eligible for the competition. Students who have received a
master's degree in a program and are continuing for a doctoral degree in the same program are considered to have
been in the same program from the time they began their work on their master's degree. Applicant must not be
older than 30 years of age as of November 1, 2009.Thirty fellowships are awarded annually. For each year of the
program, the fellow receives a maintenance grant of $20,000 and a tuition grant of one-half the tuition cost of the
U.S. graduate program attended by the fellow (up to a maximum of $16,000 per academic year). A fellow may
pursue a graduate degree in any professional field (e.g., engineering, medicine, law, social work) or scholarly
discipline in the humanities, social sciences, and sciences.
