provided the proper guidelines for growth, therefore

Be it resolved that we recommend that CB2 approve the Task Force Planning Principles and
guidelines for future NYU Development as presented and

Be it further resolved that an ongoing Task Force be created either as part of CB2 or in another
wider entity to monitor the application of said planning principles as development proposals are
submitted by NYU for approval and review by CB2 and other New York City Agencies
