After thepenrollee completes the remedial work, a Remedial Action Report will be prepared and submitted to OER. The RAR will describe the
cleanup activities and certify that all cleanup requirements were achieved. Once the RAR is approved, OER will issue a Notice of Completion, a city
liability release, and a New York City Green Property Certificate. OER will issue a fact sheet announcing the completion of the remedy and identify
all engineering and institutional controls (if required) to be used at the Site
